Pastorõs Message 

Dear Friends, 

 It has happened several times in the past few 

weeks when a young couple who were Baptized, Con-

firmed and Married in the Church comes forward to have 

their child baptized and they cannot come up with one suit-

able person in the family that can act as a Sponsor for Bap-

tism. The problem is for a person to act as a sponsor that 

person must be a Baptized, Confirmed and practicing 

Catholic who is registered in a parish and can get a Letter 

of Recommendation from the parish of registration. The 

reason for this is that the priest is bound by Church Law to 

make sure that he has reasonable hope that the child will 

be brought up in the Catholic Faith.  

 It is so sad that the in the Church today there are 

so many good people who are Catholic in name only. They 

do not practice their faith, because in some cases their par-

ents did not, or they have, by their own choosing, just 

drifted away because of a lack of understanding of the 

Spiritual and Theological significance of Church member-

ship. In order to assist them with their faith development 

this fall I will conduct a six week Adult Faith Formation 

program. The Program will be the week of October 3rd and 

conclude the week of November 7th.  I will let you know 

the day and the time as I work out the details. More than 

likely it will take place on Tuesday evenings at 7:00 PM in 

the Parish Center.  Please begin to spread the word espe-

cially to those you know may have drifted away from the 

Church or to anyone who wishes to participate, everyone is 

welcome. 

When you are choosing a sponsor for Baptism or 

Confirmation make sure the person you choose is a prac-

ticing Catholic and can obtain a letter of recommendation 

from their own parish. 

To serve as sponsors or God-parent the Church 

mandates that: 

They have received the three Sacraments of Initia-

tion ï Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist. 

They regularly participate in Sunday Mass and 

receive Holy Communion and contribute to the 

support of the church by giving their time, talents 

and treasures each according to their ability. 

They actively strive to live out their baptismal 

commitment by giving witness to faith in their 

daily life. 

If married, are validly married to their spouse in 

the presence of a Catholic priest or  received 

proper dispensations from the proper Church Au-

thorities. 

If a parent, they are to instruct their children by 

regular participation in the Parish Religious Edu-

cation Program, the Catholic School System or by 

private instructions.
